AAUW is committed to a Social Security system that provides lifelong protections for 
women and families that include guaranteed benefits with cost-of-living adjustments. 

As Congress considers proposals to reform Social Security, the economic well-being and security of 
women must be safeguarded. These critical factors must be considered: 

Social Security Is More Than a Retirement Plan 

 Social Security provides lifelong family protections - For a young family, Social Security 
provides the equivalent of a $400,000 life insurance policy and a $350,000 disability insurance 
policy.
